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Information Sheet: COVID 19 Affected ESC Declaration
What is a COVID-19 Affected ESC Declaration?

A COVID-19 Affected ESC Declaration is a declaration that you:
Have been unable to obtain a reasonable assurance opinion from an auditor in respect of certain ESCs for reasons relating to the COVID-19 pandemic
Are satisfied that the relevant ESCs have been, or could be, properly created and that you hold all records necessary to support their creation
Request the Scheme Administrator to impose a special condition on your accreditation that would allow you to create the COVID-19 affected ESCs, or an equivalent number of ESCs, which you would normally be unable to create due to conditions set out in Item 4 of the schedule to your accreditation notice, and
Agree to comply with related special conditions that may be imposed on your accreditation, such as a condition requiring you to set-aside a specified percentage of the ESCs registered.
Do I need to submit a COVID-19 Affected ESC Declaration?
You will need to submit a COVID-19 Affected ESC Declaration if you:
Intend to create COVID-19 affected ESCs, or an equivalent number of ESCs, and
Are unable to create these ESCs due to the conditions imposed on your accreditation in Item 4 of the schedule to your accreditation notice.
What is a COVID-19 Affected ESC?
A COVID-19 affected ESC is an ESC which is:
Of 2019 vintage (meaning the energy savings from which it is created occurred in 2019 for the purposes of section 131(3) of the Electricity Supply Act 1995)
The subject of an audit for which a Detailed Scope of Works was submitted through the ESS Portal on or before 31 May 2020, and
The subject of a COVID-19 Affected ESC Declaration submitted by the ACP to the Scheme Administrator on or before 12 June 2020.
What conditions are likely to apply to the accreditation?
If the Scheme Administrator is satisfied with your declaration and approves your application, it is likely to impose the following special conditions of accreditation, in addition to the condition permitting the creation of COVID-19 affected ESCs.  In particular, conditions would require that you must:
Not transfer or otherwise deal in up to 20% of the extra ESCs you create until you receive written notice that the Scheme Administrator has accepted the outcome of an audit of those ESCs.  
Permit the Scheme Administrator to place an administrative hold over the set-aside ESCs, to prevent those ESCs being transferred or otherwise dealt with.
Authorise the Scheme Administrator to surrender, without notice, any number of these ESCs if they have been improperly created.
Ensure that these ESCs are audited by a date specified by the Scheme Administrator.
How do I submit my application and declaration?
You must request the special condition to be imposed on your accreditation through the ESS Portal, by submitting an application for amendment of accreditation conditions.
You must submit your application by 12 June 2020 and provide with your application:
The audit ID (audit number) of the audit of which the COVID-19 affected ESCs are subject
This completed COVID-19 Affected ESC Declaration, and
Any relevant documentation in support of your application.
Approval to register the COVID-19 affected ESCs (or an equivalent number) would not permit non-compliance with any legislative requirements of the ESS, including any conditions of accreditation.  
You must not create ESCs if, at the time of creation, the requirements of the ESS legislation, including any conditions of accreditation are not met.  This includes where you do not hold the documentary evidence required to support the creation of an ESC.

	Caution: Providing false or misleading information to the Scheme Administrator

	A person must not give to the Scheme Regulator or the Scheme Administrator, whether orally or in writing, information or a document that the person knows to be false or misleading in a material particular (unless the person informs the Scheme Regulator or Scheme Administrator of that fact).
Maximum penalty: $11,000 and/or 6 months imprisonment  
(s158(a) of the Electricity Supply Act 1995)
Caution: Directors and managers liable for offences commmited by a corporation
If a corporation contravenes a provision of the Act or the regulations, each person who:
Is a director of the corporation, or
Is concerned in the management of the corporation, 
is to be treated as having contravened that provision if the person knowingly authorised or permitted the contravention. (s184(1) of the Electricity Supply Act 1995).

The Accredited Certificate Provider specified in Part A requests that the Scheme Administrator impose a condition of Accreditation which would permit the Accredited Certificate Provider to create the COVID-19 affected ESCs.
The Accredited Certificate Provider specified in Part A is aware that the Scheme Administrator may impose conditions related to the registration of COVID-19 affected ESCs, or an equivalent number of ESCs, and agrees to be subject to these conditions.
The information contained in this declaration is correct and not misleading by inclusion or omission.
The Accredited Certificate Provider, specified in Part A is aware that there are penalties for providing false or misleading information to the Scheme Administrator, and for contravening a condition of accreditation.
